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Abstract. This paper analyses the actions of different interest groups in the public canteens dur-
ing the Great Leap Forward Movement. It aims to point out that the bottom-up (rather than
top—down) responsibility system and the lack of power check are the main causes that finally
lead to the tragedy of that period. Another main cause is the conflict between conscience and

desire, or between collective ethics and egoistic values.
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
